BYLAWS

US ARMY OPERATIONS RESEARCH/SYSTEMS ANALYSIS HALL OF FAME

ARMY MATERIEL SYSTEMS ANALYSIS ACTIVITY (AMSAA), 

ABERDEEN PROVING GROUNDS, MARYLAND
THE FOLLOWING BYLAWS GOVERNING THE OPERTIONS RESEARCH/SYSTEMS ANALYSIS HALL OF FAME ARE EFFECTIVE 22 MARCH 2004 

ARTICLE I 
OBJECTIVES

Section 1: The US Army Operations Research/Systems Analysis Hall of Fame is an official activity of the Office of the Deputy Under Secretary of the Army (Operations Research), US Army Pentagon. The specific and primary purpose is to organize, create and present a historical lineage of US Army Operations Research Analysts through the special recognition of preeminent individuals who have made significant and sustained contributions to Army operations research.  It is unique in that it honors those operations research analysts and other Army personnel within the operations research community who have significantly contributed to the "search for pivotal solutions" through the practice of Army operations research and systems analysis techniques. 

Section 2: The goal of the US Army Operations Research/Systems Analysis Hall of Fame is to honor Army Operations Research Analysts and other Army personnel who have made significant contributions to operations research during their period of military and/or civilian service. 

ARTICLE II 

US ARMY OPERATIONS Research/Systems Analysis 

HALL OF FAME LOCATION

Section 1: The Operations Research/Systems Analysis Hall of Fame is hereby established to be coincident with the Army Materiel Systems Analysis Activity (AMSAA), presently near the   Conference Area of Building 241, Aberdeen Proving Ground, Maryland. AMSAA shall remain the permanent location of the world's only US Army Operations Research/Systems Analysis Hall of Fame. 

Section 2: Any future relocation of the US Army Operations Research/Systems Analysis Hall of Fame will be upon recommendation of the Board of Directors and approval of the President of the Board, the DUSA(OR). 

ARTICLE III

Composition OF GOVERNING BODY

Section 1: The Board of Directors for the US Army Operations Research/Systems Analysis Hall of Fame will consist of individuals occupying the following positions within the US Army Operations Research/Systems Analysis community, each with one vote, or the individual in an official “acting” capacity: 

BOARD OF DIRECTORS 
Deputy Under Secretary of the Army for Operations Research

Deputy Chief of Staff, G-8

Director, HQDA Program Analysis and Evaluation Directorate

Director, Center for Army Analysis

Director of Analysis and CIO, Office of the Deputy Chief of Staff, G-3

Director, TRADOC Analysis Center

Director, Army Materiel Systems Analysis Activity

Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Army for Cost and Economics
Section 2: The CP16, 1515 Coordinator Action Officer shall act as a non-voting Executive Director, Recording Secretary, Hall of Fame Historian, and Curator of the US Army Operations Research/Systems Analysis Hall of Fame. 

ARTICLE IV

ELIGIBILTY FOR NOMINATION MEMBERSHIP IN THE US ARMY OPERATIONS Research and Systems Analysis HALL OF FAME

Section 1: The US Army Operations Research/Systems Analysis Hall of Fame honors those individuals who have distinguished themselves in the following collective fashion: 

A) Contributed significantly to US Army Operations Research and Systems Analysis over a sustained period of time. 

B) Had a significant impact on US Army Operations Research and Systems Analysis through doctrinal or technical accomplishment and/or innovative development. 

C) Demonstrated outstanding personal leadership and noteworthy achievements that inspired others in the area of operations research.

Any one, or combinations of the above, can be the basis for a nomination. 

Section 2: Eligibility: 

A. Nominees must be former US Army military or civilian (Civil Service), of any rank. 

B. Nominees may be living or deceased.  

ARTICLE V

NOMINATION PROCEDURES

Section 1: Each nomination will be submitted via electronic mail, using format at ANNEX A to the Recording Secretary by the announced close of nominations each year. The nomination period will be 60-days beginning 1 April and ending 31 May of each year and will be announced by the recording secretary 15-days prior to opening the nomination period. 

Section 2: Any member of the US Army (military or civilian), former member, or their family members may nominate a qualified individual to be inducted into the US Army Operations Research/Systems Analysis Hall of Fame.   

Section 3: The recording secretary will screen for eligibility, prepare a ba11ot, assemble all nomination forms into packets, and forward complete packets to all board members for voting within 20 working days of the closing date of the nomination period. Polls will open upon receipt of the ballots and close not later than 30 days hence. Board members will return completed ballots only (retaining the nomination packet) to the recording secretary via electronic mail. One YEA (for), NAY (against), or NV (abstention) vote will be recorded for each nomination. 

Section 4: The Recording Secretary will record the votes and prepare a Vote Canvas 

Report and submit to the President of the Board within ten working days after the voting period has closed. The Recording Secretary will retain individual votes in a sealed envelope for one year following validation of results. This envelope may only be opened at the direction of the Board President, with notification to all board members, to resolve any discrepancy or irregularity. 

Section 5: In order to be selected for induction into the US Army Operations Research/Systems Analysis Hall of Fame, nominees must receive YEA votes from at least three-fourths of the Board of Directors and be approved for induction by the President of the Board. The maximum number of inductees selected each year will be limited to two (except the first two years there is no limit). The President of the Board of Directors may authorize an exception to this limit. In the event that none of the nominees receive the necessary three-fourths vote, the President of the Board of Directors can approve one or more of the top two YEA vote recipients for induction into the Hall of Fame. 

Section 6: Upon selection, nominees will be notified by letter from the President of the Board of Directors at least 30 calendar days prior to official ceremony, followed by general announcement to command via electronic mail and public announcement via appropriate media. 

Section 7: Upon notification of selection, the nominator responsible for submitting the winning nomination will ensure a proper photograph of the inductee (8x12, head and shoulders) is submitted to the Executive Director, US Army Operations Research/Systems Analysis Hall of Fame.  This must be done as soon as possible to allow for the preparation of the induction ceremony and honors. 

ARTICLE VI

INDUCTION CEREMONIES 

Section 1: Induction ceremonies will be conducted annually at the Army Operations Research Symposium (AORS) – October timeframe.  

Section 2: The analytic organization responsible for AORS that year will be responsible for the conduct of the ceremony. 

Section 3: The Office of the Curator will be responsible for preparation of the wall space, frames, certificates, narratives, and programs. 

Section 4: All previously inducted to the Hall of Fame, and/or their families, will be invited to attend.

ARTICLE VII

PROCEDURES FOR AMMENDING THE BYLAWS

Section 1: Any member of the US Army Operations Research/Systems Analysis community may recommend changes, additions, or deletions to these bylaws. 

Section 2: Proposed changes, additions or deletions should be submitted to a member of the Board of Directors. The Board of Directors will convene at a regularly scheduled meeting (e.g., ORSA Advisory Committee meeting or Senior Analysts Review) to consider the proposal or will vote on the proposed change by ballot if time is of the essence. The Board can approve the proposed changes with a three-fourths vote. The Executive Director will be responsible for initiating any approved changes. 

ARTICLE VIII

DISPOSITION OF ASSETS IN THE US ARMY OPERATIONS RESEARCH/SYSTEMS ANALYSIS HALL OF FAME

The assets of the US Army Operations Research/Systems Analysis Hall of Fame are official US Government property subject to the appropriate logistical and historical Army regulations.
