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1.  This appropriation is for the operation and maintenance of Special Operation Forces, Defense (USSOCOM).  It should be administered within the guidelines set forth in Title 10, U.S.C. Section 165, DoD directive 5100.1 and the Atwood memorandum dated 1 Dec 89, which outlines the use of MFP11 funding.  It also provides funding to finance the cost of selected programs such as Legacy Resource Management, Corporate Information Management (CIM), Joint Chief of Staff (JCS) mobilization exercises and other DoD-wide initiatives.  It includes pay and benefits of civilians, SOF aircrew training, special tactics, contract services for maintenance of equipment, facilities, fuel supplies, and repair parts for weapons and equipment.  It also includes travel and transportation costs.  This is a one-year appropriation.  USSOCOM programs and budgets for O&M by Budget Activity (BA) code and the Program Element Code (PEC). 

USSOCOM uses Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS) (as well as non-DFAS owned) general funds accounting systems to support its budget execution and reporting.  Whatever accounting system supports the military installation, on which the Special Operations Forces (SOF) unit resides, is used.  In some cases (like the Army National Guard Bureau (ANGB) and the Corps of Engineers (COE)) non-DFAS owned systems are used.  However, USSOCOM uses all these systems and develops SOF specific code for them.  For USSOCOM SOF Air Force activities, systems used are GAFS and CPAS.  USSOCOM has code established within these legacy accounting systems to track and report SOF budget execution.  These legacy accounting systems then, provide input into the DFAS Corporate Database (DCD)/DFAS Corporate Warehouse (DCW).  This system generates USSOCOM Financial Information System (FIS), which is used by USSOCOM for total management of SOF budget execution.  The DCD is based on Standard Fiscal Code (SFC).  Within the DCD, service codes are cross-walked into SFC.  This chapter indicates the SOF specific legacy accounting codes, the logic of that code, and which SFC that legacy code is cross-walked into.  See attached SFC structure for details.  In the description of the SOF specific legacy code logic, the applicable SFC data element will be indicated.  

2.  Budget Activities:  USSOCOM manages it’s O&M funds by Budget Activity.  Budget Activities are categories within each appropriation and fund account to identify the purpose, projects, or type of activity financed by the appropriation.  USSOCOM categorizes O&M funds in three Budget Activities (BAs):

a) Operating Forces-BA 01.  This BA includes all Special Operations Forces’ (SOF) resources directly involved in accomplishing special operations missions and submissions.  This includes all resources used to prepare SOF’s assigned forces to carry our special operations missions.  

b) Training and Recruiting-BA 03.   This BA includes all SOF resources used to accomplish training and recruiting activities.  Includes resources used in SOF’s specialized schools.  The John F. Kennedy Special Warfare Center and School has the two-fold mission of developing doctrine and providing training.  Based at Ft Bragg, NC, this organization conducts training for Army Special Forces, Civil Affairs, Psychological Operations, Foreign Area Officers, and survival, evasion, resistance and escape.  It is also responsible for developing doctrine and new equipment requirements for Army Special Operations Forces.  The Naval Special Warfare Center, Naval Amphibious Base, Coronado, CA mission is to provide instruction and training for personnel in Naval Special Operations and to be the principal authority for Naval special warfare doctrine in support of the maritime strategy.  The U.S. Air Force Special Operations School, Hurlburt Field, FL, has the mission of educating selected U.S. personnel for security assistance assignments to technical assistance field teams, mobile training teams, and other selected individuals for unconventional warfare and special operations missions.   

c) Administration and Service-wide Activities-BA 04.  This BA includes SOF resources used to provide policy and oversight of SOF programs.  Included are activities of the Special Operations Acquisition and Logistics Center (SOAL).
3.  Program Element Codes (PECs).

PEs represent integrated activities combining manpower, equipment, and facilities that together constitute an identifiable USSOCOM capability or supporting activity.  It also represents descriptions of the various missions of Special Operations Forces (SOF).  PEs provide USSOCOM a comprehensive approach to accounting for, estimating, identifying and allocating its resources to its individual or logical groups or organizational entities, major combat forces or support programs.  The OSD PE is ten characters in length.  The USSOCOM OSD PE is cross-walked into a SOF Air Force PE (6 positions).  The following is the SOF AF PE code structure:

The third position of the USSOCOM SOF AF PE identifies the related purpose of the funds and will facilitate functional identification while providing for the consolidation of PEs into FAs.  Functional Activities "0", and "1", have been reserved for future use.  Listed below are FAs presently in use.

        (1)  SOF Operations (FA 2):  This functional activity encompasses operation and maintenance costs supporting unit training, deployments, and reaction to contingency requirements.  Included are routine operating expenses, mission enhancements, fielding of SOF equipment, force structure changes, flying and aircraft maintenance for Active, Reserve, and Guard forces. 

        (2)  SOF Intelligence & Communications (FA 3):  Manpower authorizations, support equipment, and associated facility costs that are identified and measurable as communications assets peculiar to special operations are budgeted under this FA.  Headquarters USSOCOM and active Air Force Special Operations Contingency Communication Elements are primary users.  Telecommunications services, tactical automation support and contract logistics, to include, command center operations and organic deployable command are key elements of expense.

        (3)  SOF MILCON Activities (FA 4):  Includes costs of construction for SOF military facilities.

        (4)  Management Headquarters Activities (FA 5):  This functional activity provides resources for United States Army Special Operations Command, Naval Special Warfare Command, Air Force Special Operations Command, and Headquarters USSOCOM management headquarters of SOF.  It also includes special operations forces combatant headquarters for the theater CINCS.  It funds costs associated with manpower authorizations, SOF peculiar and support equipment, necessary facilities, associated facility maintenance contracts, travel, per diem, and other contracts.

        (5)  Special Operations Acquisition Activities (FA 6):  FA 6 funds O&M costs supporting SOF peculiar (MFP 11) acquisition programs being developed or procured.  Funding is normally executed by the Special Operations Acquisition and Logistics (SOAL) Center or military service material developers managing acquisition programs for SOAL.  Maintenance of acquisition will transition to FAs 2, 3 & 7 as determined in the Integrated Logistics Support Plan.  FA 6 does not fund non-centrally procured items of less than $15,000; these items are funded by FAs 2, 3, and 5 as appropriate.

        (6)  Maintenance Activities (FA 7):  FA 7 funds O&M costs (to include manpower, travel, supplies, miscellaneous contracts, etc) at maintenance activities, mission enhancements, and depot maintenance for SOF-unique equipment.  This program supports material readiness and maintenance services including planning improvement programs, life cycle management, item management and other logistics management functions.

        (7)  Training and Education Activities (FA 8):  This FA includes resources for the operation and maintenance costs directly attributable to supporting the special operations schools.  United States Special Operations Command (USSOCOM) operates the John F. Kennedy Special Warfare Center and School at Fort Bragg, North Carolina; the Naval Special Warfare Center at Coronado, California; and the Air Force Special Operations School at Hurlburt Field, Florida.  Also included are training development and support activities.  The schools and centers provide mobile training teams to support the operational forces as required.  However, SOF Aircrew Training and the Joint Regional Training center are directly related to FA 2, SOF Operations.

        (8)  Administration and Associated Activities (FA 9):  Consists of resources for administrative support and other activities of Headquarters.  Actual Headquarters activities (command, control, policy, etc) are included under FA 5.  Also included are limitations such as Official Representation Funds, Contingency Funds, and SOF Public Affairs.  Includes costs incurred when host-installation provides required base operations support by SOF forces.

    d.  5th/6th Position - Functional Activity Code (FAC)

These two positions are used to account for the OSD FYDP PE Structure, which identifies specific function activities.  The FAC structure uses common "sets" of data located throughout the FYDP structure.  This FAC structure also uses functional codes, where possible, which parallel existing Service Functional Activity Codes.

3. Element of Cost (EOC):  USSOCOM has built accounting codes to link the EOC data to management information data for incorporation into its internal Planning Programming Budgeting Accounting System Management Information System (PPBES MIS).  This internal database includes budget, Program Objective Memorandum (POM), and execution data.  The EOC is the basic building block for the PPBES MIS.  This code is placed into the SOF Resource Code/Cost Code (RC/CC) or the AF's Work Center field.  USSOCOM does not follow AF convention for using this field.  RC/CC positions 1-2 indicate the SOF AF EOC.  The remaining 4 positions of the SOF RC/CC is for local use and purposes.

4.   SOF AF Limit/Sub-Limit:  The limit indicates allocations issued to USSOCOM.  Limit “5600” indicates an allocation issued by OSD Comptroller to USSOCOM.  USSOCOM issues sub-allocations to SOF AF Operating Agencies (OAs) also using the limit "5600".  However, when SOF AF OAs (see below for a listing of SOF AF OAs) issue allotments to SOF Allotment Serial Numbers (ASNs) (see below for a listing of SOF AF ASNs) the limit "56SF" is used.  Beginning in FY 2002, the USSOCOM limit changed from 5600 to 56SF (SOF Air Force).  Also indicated below are SOF AF Fund Codes.  This code is used within GAFS and CPAS as a shortcut to identify TI97, basic symbol 0100, limit 56SF.  The following is a list of MFP 11 sub-limits and the timeframes they were authorized:

5.  Funds Distribution:  Program Budget Accounting System (PBAS) is the official Defense Agency funds distribution system.  Program codes are used to distribute USSOCOM O&M funds and are cross-walked into the applicable service accounting code structure to provide execution data. The program code (Table II) is used to issue funds in PBAS for USSOCOM’s SOF AF O&M.  Program codes are cross-walked into the Office of Secretary Defense (OSD) Program Element code (PE) structure (see Table II).

a) USSOCOM will normally distribute O&M (0100) funds at the 2nd position of the SOF AF Program Code (Table II) which equates to the USSOCOM Budget Activity code.  These are the same codes as indicated in the SOF AF PE.  In cases where additional funds control is required, USSOCOM will issue funds at the 6-position program code, again paralleling the SOF AF PE.  New program codes will be provided as needed to control O&M congressional special interest items.

b. The PBAS Funds Authority Documents (FADs) are the supporting documentation for the program targets loaded into the local DFAS accounting systems supporting USSOCOM SOF AF activities.  PBAS and the local accounting system must be kept in balance and should be reconciled before the end of each month.  HQ USSOCOM (SORR-CCA) must be notified if an ASN account is over-obligated and cannot be resolved locally.  

6.  Execution:  Execution of USSOCOM’s SOF AF funding is accomplished in the suite of DFAS accounting systems supporting those SOF AF activities.  GAFS and CPAS are used.  Using these general fund accounting systems, USSOCOM SOF AF users will execute USSOCOM O&M (0100) funds at the 6th position of the SOF AF PE and at the 6 position Resource Code Cost Code (RC/CC).   In addition, USSOCOM has built accounting codes in the SOF RC/CC to link this data to management information data for incorporation into its internal Planning Programming Budgeting Accounting System Management Information System (PPBES MIS).  This internal database includes budget, Program Objective Memorandum (POM), and execution data.  The 6-position SOF AF PE structure follows para 3 above logic.  For the SOF RC/CC, the 1st and 2nd positions identify the PPBES-MIS Element of Cost (EOC).  Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS) Field Sites supporting USSOCOM SOF AF activities will report monthly execution data at the 6th position of the USSOCOM SOF AF PE and at the 6th position SOF RC/CC.  If a new PE or RC/CC is required, the SOF AF user must request establishment of a new PPBES-MIS PE and EOC.  Forward the request to Headquarters U.S. Special Operations Command, ATTN: SORR-CCB, 7701 Tampa Point Blvd, MacDill AFB, FL  33621-5323.  After approval, Accounting Operations (SORR-CCA) will create the code to have DFAS-IN update the DFAS-IN 7097.01 manual, as well as the SOCOM-Financial Information System (FIS) Global Edit Table (GET).  Contact POC at DSN 299-3113/(813) 828-3113; email:  applegj@socom.mil

7.  Extraordinary Special Program (ESP) Codes:  USSOCOM uses the AF ESP codes in similar fashion as the Department of the AF.  They are used to identify unexpected contingency operations.  SOF ESPs are placed into the GAFS and CPAS accounting system’s field for ESPs.  SOF AF ESPs are approved by USSOCOM's Air Force Component, AFSOC/FMF, DSN 884-4688.

8.  Reporting:  DFAS-IN will prepare USSOCOM's SOF AF O&M (0100) departmental agency level reports, i.e. 1002, by 2 position PE (indicates Budget Activity) code.  Use the table below to roll up SOF AF PEs to the 2nd position, (Budget Activity).

Field level reporting:  All DFAS Field Sites reporting USSOCOM SOF AF Operations & Maintenance (O&M) execution are to report the 6 position SOF AF PE and 6 position SOF AF RC/CC.

* Note:  In cases where additional funds control is required, USSOCOM will issue funds at the 6-position program code and reporting for all items above with a '*' will change from 2 positions to 6-positions.  These codes will be identified in this chapter with '*' before the code.
