This appropriation provides for the destruction of the United States stockpile of lethal chemical agents and munitions in accordance with the provisions of Section 1412 of the Department of Defense Authorization Act of 1986 and for the destruction of other chemical warfare materials that are not in the chemical weapon stockpile.



Appropriation specifically includes: 

1.
The construction of facilities and equipment used therein for the destruction of agents munitions.

The operation of such facilities.

3.
The dismantling or other closure of such facilities.

The disposal of non-stockpile chemical warfare related materiel located at formerly used defense sites and active installations.

This appropriation is a multiple year appropriation with various periods of availability.



This appropriation operates under various periods of availability as shown below.  Effective October 1, 1996 all Treasury Index 97 funds received by the Department of Defense are to be issued and controlled using the Program Budget and Accounting System (PBAS).  Funds allocation and status of funds reporting will be accomplished using a five-position budget project code defined below.
