The purpose of this no-year account is to allow transfers to operation and maintenance appropriations available for Defense activities in foreign countries to finance upward adjustment of recorded obligations due to foreign currency fluctuations above the budgeted rate.  Transfers are made, as needed, to meet disbursements requirements in excess of funds otherwise available for obligation adjustment.  Net gains resulting from favorable exchange rates are returned to this appropriation and are available for subsequent transfer when needed.




Effective October 1, 1996 all Treasury Index 97 funds received by the Department of Defense are to be issued and controlled using the Program Budget and Accounting System (PBAS).
