Baseline FY 2002

The Cost Center Code (CCC) is a six-digit code that makes up part of the line of accounting (LOA) for contract payments.  The CCC must be part of the LOA on contracts to be paid in the Computerized Accounts Payable System (CAPS), Operational Data Store (ODS), and Standard Disbursing System (SRD1).  All six positions must be input into CAPS including zero fills.  The CCC is distinctly constructed by the installation.  It is an alpha-numeric six-digit code comprised of the two position Data Processing Installation (DPI) code followed by the four-position APC.  Army Materiel Command (AMC) activities enter their respective CCC field value.  If the designated paying office is DFAS-Kansas City, enter the two position ACRN then zero fill.  If the LOA is the Air Force or Navy/Marine origin, an applicable TFO CCC must be obtained from the servicing DFAS accounting field site.
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
