2.  Funds Distribution:  The program code is used to distribute USSOCOM Procurement funds in the Program Budget Accounting System (PBAS) and crosswalked into the applicable service accounting code structure to provide execution data.  For USSOCOM’s SOF Army Procurement, the program code is used to issue funds in PBAS.  As much as possible, program codes are built to match one for one the Army AMSCOs.  Both program codes and AMSCOs are crosswalked into to the Office of Secretary Defense (OSD) Procurement Line Items (P-1 lines).

    a)  USSOCOM receives FY01 SOF Procurement funds from OSD(C) under a program code built based on the President’s Budget line number.  However, USSOCOM will distribute its Procurement (0300) funds using a PBAS program code, which equates to the 6th position of the Army AMSCO (Army Management Structure Code).  New program codes will be established as needed to control congressional special interest items.

    b)  NOTE:  DFAS Indianapolis is working for delivering the multiple levels of distribution module to PBAS for use in FY01.  This module will increase the levels of distribution from the current four levels to almost a hundred.  It also allows receipt and distribution of funds using different program codes.  For FY01, USSOCOM will issue SOF Procurement funds using a program code that will match the first three positions of the AMSCO in order to take advantage of these new PBAS capabilities.

    c)  Load  USSOCOM’s SOF Army procurement funds into the DFAS accounting system(s) supporting the location where the SOF Army unit resides, at the 3rd position of the applicable SOF Army AMSCO.

3.  Execution:  USSOCOM’s SOF Army procurement accounts will be executed at the 6th position of the Army AMSCO.  For FY01, USSOCOM has built accounting codes to link this data to management information data for incorporation into its internal Planning Programming Budgeting Accounting System Management Information System (PPBES MIS).  This internal database includes budget, POM, and beginning FY01, execution data.  The 6-position SOF Procurement AMSCO was built with the first three positions indicating the P-1 line and the last three indicating the sub-line, EOC (see table).  Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS) Operating Locations (OPLOCS) supporting Army will report monthly execution data at the 6th position of the USSOCOM SOF Army AMSCO.  If a new AMSCO is required, the SOF Army user must request establishment of a new PPBES-MIS EOC.  Forward the request to Headquarters U.S. Special Operations Command, ATTN: SORR-C, 7701 Tampa Point Blvd, MacDill AFB, FL  33621-5323.  After approval, Accounting Operations (SORR-CCA) will create the code to update the DFAS-IN 37-100-01 regulation.

4.  Reporting:  DFAS-IN will prepare USSOCOM’s Procurement (0300) departmental (agency level) reports (i.e., 1002) at the P-1 line item level (first three positions of the AMSCO) using the table below.
