(1)  Military construction project codes are listed in Section 2.  

(2)  The PLI code consists of two, two position codes, the item identification (ID) code (positions 5 and 6) and, an optional command use location code (positions 7 and 8). The item ID codes are listed in the Procurement Line Item  table below.  

(a)  The location code is an optional code which may be used by a command to identify the receiving installation but is not reportable to HQDA.  Use zero (00) fill if a location code is not used.

(b)  If the location code is used by a command, it must be converted to zero (00) by their accounts office prior to submission to HQDA.
