· The BRAC appropriation, 0510, remains open for FY 04 and its new limit will be 40J1.

· Fifty-eight new construction projects have been added to appropriation 2050, Military Construction, Army for FY 04.

· All of the AMSCOs prior to FY 2004 were terminated prior to FY 2004 were terminated for National Guard Personnel, Army  (21*2060) and Reserve Personnel, Army (21*2070) appropriations. New AMSCO’s were created which are aligned with their actual pay accounts budget activity level of ‘1’ or ‘2’.   In addition, effective with FY 2004 appropriations, the National Guard Personnel Army open allotment AMSCO’s which cited fiscal station number (FSN) 099999 were changed to specific allotment citing FSN 044222.
· Effective with FY 2004, the Military Pay, Army appropriation (21*2010) will be recorded as a specific allotment and will cite allotment serial number 1100 and fiscal station number FSN 012120.  The only exceptions are the foreign currency fluctuation accounts that will be reported as open allotment and the special open allotment AMSCO’s.

· Several new operating agencies were created for AMC, Army Contracting Agency and Arlington National Cemetery.
