Added Dept Code 70-Homeland Security

       The department code is a two or four digit code which identifies the military department or government entity receiving the appropriation.  Sometimes the department receiving an appropriation finds it necessary to transfer funds to another Federal department.  When this is done, the transferring department submits a transfer voucher to the US. Treasury Department which validates the fund transfer.  The U.S. Treasury Department then assigns the receiving department's code as a prefix to the original department code with a dash separating the two department codes.  (For example, Foreign Military Sales (FMS) funds are appropriated to the Executive Office of the President and identified as 11(FY)8242.   When the Executive Office of the President transfers these funds to the Department of Defense, the US. Treasury approves and records the transfer by adding the DOD's department code as a prefix (97‑11‑(FY)‑8242).  To standardize coding throughout DOD, accounting systems will use two digits to identify the department.  When funds are transferred to another department, use the receiving department code.   (For example, record 97‑11(FY)8242 as 97(FY)8242).  Show the gaining department first followed by the losing department on all accounting documents.  Department codes are listed below.
