INTRODUCTION:  Taken collectively, Management Decision Packages (MDEPs) account for Army resources (See paragraph 6b).  MDEPs describe the capability of the Total Army-1-Active, Guard, and Reserve.  Individually an MDEP describes a particular organization, program, or function and records the resources associated with the intended output.  An individual MDEP applies uniquely to one of the following six management areas:






a.
Missions of Modified Tables of Organization and Equipment (MTOE) units.  An MTOE MDEP links resources to the wartime mission of an organization and its assigned MTOE units.  Examples of organizations covered include Army divisions, brigades, and corps support commands.  The MDEP will contain funds for mission related needs such as fuel, supplies, and unit training.  The MDEP will also contain military manpower.  It can contain civilian pay and augmentation manpower.






b.
Missions of Table of Distribution and Allowance (TDA) units and Army wide standard functions.  A TDA MDEP identifies resources required to carry out the mission of a TDA organization.  A standard function MDEP identifies resources required to perform such standard functions as health care and CHAMPUS, or printing and publishing.






c.
Missions of Standard Installation Organizations (SIOs).  An SIO MDEP identifies resources to perform specific base operations, such as supply operations, personnel support, and operation of utility services.






d.
Acquisition, fielding, and sustainment of weapon and information systems.  A weapon (and materiel) system or information system MDEP contains resources used to develop, buy, field, or sustain new systems.  Such MDEPs can also contain resources for research and development activities unrelated to specific systems.  (Linkage to units exists through HQDA decision support systems.)






e.
Special Visibility Programs (SVPs).  An SVP MDEP crosses two or more management areas to define and protect resources having high-level interest.  This may be an issue that is the subject of a report required by Congress, OSD, or the Army leadership.  Another example is Military Personnel, Army (MPA) and Retired Pay Accrual MDEPs. Periodic review by PAED with ASA(FM), DCSOPS, and proponent agencies determines when to discontinue special visibility.  HQDA then transfers MDEP resources to a permanent management structure.






f.
Short Term Projects (STPs).  An STP MDEP is a temporary structure.  It defines and protects resources for a designated project of specified duration.  An STP MDEP may define an Army Management Review issue, a base closure, a force structure realignment, or other short term projects.  When building the POM or budget, an STP MDEP can also define a resource programmatic adjustment overtime.

During programming, MDEPs provide useful visibility.  They assist Army managers, decision makers, and leaders to assess program worth, confirm compliance, and rank resource claimants.  During budgeting, MDEPs help convey approved programs and priorities into budget estimates.  They also assist HQDA Program Evaluation Groups post program changes caused by budget decisions and approved funding.  During execution, the posted MDEPs help HQDA principals and commanders of Major Army Commands (MACOMs) and other operating agencies track program and financial performance.  The financial data they get as feedback helps determine future requirements.

LEAD THE FLEET







PURPOSE:  THE PURPOSE OF THE PROGRAM IS TO IMPROVE THE READINESS AND SUSTAINMENT OF ARMY AIRCRAFT FLEETS.  GOALS: THE GOALS OF THIS PROGRAM ARE TO REDUCE GROUNDINGS, REDUCE ACCIDENTS, REDUCE OPERATIONS AND SUSTAINMENT (O & S) COSTS, REDUCE THE MAINTENANCE BURDEN, AND IMPROVE READINESS. EXPECTED POSITIVE SIDE EFFECTS OF THE PROGRAM ARE IMPROVED SUPPLY AVAILABILITY RATES, REDUCED CONTROLLED EXCHANGE RATES, AND PROVIDING FEEDBACK ON THE SUCCESS OF THE ARMY'S RECAPITALIZATION PROGRAMS. ADDITIONALLY, REDUCING THE MAINTENANCE BURDEN SHOULD IMPROVE THE QUALITY OF LIFE FOR OUR SOLDIERS.  PROGRAM: THE PROGRAM HAS TWO FACETS, ONE THAT FOCUSES ON FINDING PROBLEMS BEFORE THEY AFFECT THE ENTIRE FLEET, AND THE SECOND FOCUSES ON FIXING EXISTING PROBLEMS. · THE FIRST FACET OF THE PROGRAM IS PROACTIVE IN NATURE AND INVOLVES FLYING PARTICIPATING AIRCRAFT AT TWICE THE ARMY FLEET OPTEMPO RATE, IN REPRESENTATIVE OPERATIONAL MISSION PROFILES.  THIS WILL ALLOW AIRCRAFT READINESS AND SUSTAINMENT PROBLEMS TO BE IDENTIFIED AHEAD OF THE RESPECTIVE FLEET.  SOLUTIONS TO THESE PROBLEMS WOULD THEN BE DEVELOPED FOR IMPLEMENTATION PRIOR TO THE FLEET EXPERIENCING THE SAME PROBLEMS. THIS SHOULD IN TURN RESULT IN REDUCED FLEET GROUNDINGS AND ACCIDENTS.  ULTIMATELY IT WOULD IMPROVE READINESS AND POSSIBLY IMPROVE SUPPLY AVAILABILITY AND REDUCE CONTROLLED EXCHANGE AMONG THE RESPECTIVE FLEETS.  THE SECOND FACET OF THE PROGRAM FOCUSES ON IMPROVING EXISTING FLEET POSITIONS RELATIVE TO O & S COSTS AND MAINTENANCE BURDEN. SOLUTIONS FOR IMPROVING THE TOP COST AND READINESS DRIVING COMPONENTS OF EACH FLEET WILL BE EVALUATED, TESTED AND READIED FOR IMPLEMENTATION. ADDITIONALLY, SOLUTIONS TO REDUCE THE TOP MAINTENANCE BURDEN DRIVERS OF EACH FLEET (EXTENDING THE SERVICE LIFE OF COMPONENTS, INCREASING INSPECTION/MAINTENANCE INTERVALS, ELIMINATING UNNECESSARY INSPECTIONS/MAINTENANCE) WILL BE EVALUATED, TESTED AND READIED FOR IMPLEMENTATION. CRITICAL TO THIS ASPECT OF THE PROGRAM IS PROGRAM MANAGER (PM) INPUT FOR THE RESPECTIVE FLEET. PARTICIPATING FLEETS: THE FLEETS THAT WILL PARTICIPATE IN THE PROGRAM BEGINNING IN FY02 INCLUDE: AH64A, AH64D, OH58D, UH60A, UH60L AND CH47D. IN FY03 THE CH47F WILL BE ADDED.  IN FY04 THE UH60M WILL BE ADDED. RESPONSIBILITIES:  THE ARSTAF PROPONENT FOR THE PROGRAM IS DCS, G-4. SPECIFICALLY, DALO-SMV WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR OVERALL PROGRAM MANAGEMENT AS WELL AS CREATING AND IMPLEMENTING HQDA POLICY FOR THE LTF PROGRAM.  DALO-DPL WILL BE THE PROGRAMMING POC FOR THE LTF PROGRAM.  LTF IS EXEMPT FROM ALL TAXES AND REPROGRAMMING.  PROGRAM MANAGEMENT AND EXECUTION IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE ARMY MATERIAL COMMAND (AMC) AND ITS SUBORDINATE COMMAND THE AVIATION AND MISSILE COMMAND (AMCOM).  THIS PROGRAM WILL EFFICIENTLY LEVERAGE THE RESOURCES (FACILITIES, TEST EQUIPMENT, MANPOWER, AIRCRAFT AND MAINTENANCE SUPPORT) OF THE AVIATION TECHNICAL TEST CENTER (ATTC) AT FORT RUCKER, AL.   AMC WILL DEVELOP AGREEMENTS, POLICIES AND CONTROLS NECESSARY TO ENSURE THE GOALS OF PROGRAM AS STATED ABOVE ARE ACCOMPLISHED THROUGH AMCOM, ATTC AND PEO AVIATION. THE ATTC WILL COLLECT AND PROVIDE DATA BASED UPON THE TAILORED REQUIREMENTS SPECIFIED BY AMC.  AMC WILL COMPLETE DATA ANALYSIS AND THEN EITHER IMPLEMENT ACTION OR RECOMMEND ACTION BY HQDA WITHIN APPROPRIATE DECISION AUTHORITY.  REPORTS: AMC WILL SEND A WRITTEN QUARTERLY REPORT TO HQDA SUMMARIZING THE SPECIFIC RESULTS OF THE PROGRAM FOR THAT QUARTER.  THIS QUARTERLY REPORT WILL BE ORGANIZED BY FLEET AND BY PROGRAM GOALS (AS OUTLINED ABOVE).  IT WILL QUANTIFIABLY DOCUMENT THE CONTRIBUTIONS OF THE PROGRAM FOR THAT QUARTER. AMC WILL SEND A WRITTEN ANNUAL REPORT TO HQDA SUMMARIZING THE LAST FOUR QUARTERS AND PROGRAM BENEFITS TO ARMY AVIATION.
