NOTE:  The official Treasury Symbol for the FY2000 MPA, Army appropriation is “21 2010”.  All non-DoD accounting documents (MIPRs, etc.) will cite this approved code.  The basic symbol “21 2011” is a pseudo code established for use in DFAS accounting systems to differentiate between the normal 1-year military personnel account and the 2-year funds addressed in this chapter.  DFAS programs will convert the “2011” used within DFAS to the Treasury Symbol “2010” prior to reporting to Treasury.  However, outside DoD, accounting documents should cite the approved Treasury Symbol indicated above.

 Enlisted







    Enlistment Bonuses are used to attract higher quality high school diploma graduates into designated Army skills that are difficult to fill with qualified enlistees.  The payment is authorized by 37 U.S.C. 308A, as amended by PL 101-189, allows for up to $12,000 for a four-year enlistment, of which the initial lump sum payment may not exceed $7,000.  The remaining amount is paid quarterly over the year following initial payment.  The payment authorized by 37 U.S.C. 308F allows up to $6,000 for a three year enlistee who scores 50 or above on the Armed Forces Qualification Test (AFQT). The Army pays soldiers after completion of initial entry skill training and after the soldier arrives at his first duty station.

    Payments are made before 30 September to individuals who enter active duty and complete skill training during the same fiscal year.

     Payments expected in current fiscal year are for individuals who entered the service in previous fiscal years. Since payments do not occur until completion of skill training and after arrival at first duty station, an average of four months elapses from the time the individual enters the service and the initial payment is made.

     By law, up to $7,000 may be paid initially in lump sum. Amounts above $7,000 are paid in four equal payments commencing three months after the initial payment and continuing every three months for one year.  These payments are contractual obligations.
