APPROPRIATION DESCRIPTION\CURRENT INFORMATION

The following information is known:

This is a Pseudo Operation and Maintenance, Army basic symbol available for obligation during three fiscal years (2000, 2001 and 2002).

All fund distribution and execution reporting will cite pseudo basic symbol 21 0 2025.  

For reporting to Treasury DFAS-IN will convert transactions to Treasury Code 21 0\2 2020.  

As information becomes available more SAGs may be added.

Distribution of funds and reporting execution data will be per the same instructions previously published within chapter A0-2020 Operation and Maintenance, Army.  

Only limit 0000 will be cited.

These funds are direct only.

Report only obligations monthly and MDEP quarterly.

There is no requirement to report civilian end strength, cumulative civilian manmoths, or military personnel expense (monthly reporting indicators B, C, and 3).

This appropriation expires September 30, 2002.  Reference chapter A0-2020 for appropriation description.

Patriot (PAC-2) Missile Depot Maintenance Repair and/or Recertification Program.  There are currently 2,236 Patriot PAC-2 missiles in the Army’s inventory.  To address the immediate capability shortfalls, approximately 940 missiles in total will be repaired and/or recertified under the Army’s depot maintenance program to initially inspect, test, recertify, repair, change out down links if necessary on approximately 300 of these missiles.  These funds are to be used only for the Patriot Reliability Program.
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
