The basic symbol “21 7120” is a pseudo code established for use in DFAS accounting systems to differentiate between the normal 5-year construction account and the 1-year funds addressed in this chapter.  DFAS programs will convert the “7120” used within DFAS to the Treasury Symbol “0702” prior to reporting to Treasury. This appropriation is a single year appropriation available for obligation for one year.  Construction projects require authorizing and funding (appropriation) legislation. Expired or lapsed funds may be used to pay the cost of associated supervision, inspection, overhead, engineering, design, and subsequent claims, if any, for those projects being completed with funds otherwise expired or lapsed for obligation.
