ARMY MANAGEMENT STRUCTURE CODES

BASE SUPPORT


Base Support refers to the resources involved with operating and maintaining Army installations (major, minor, stations, other).  Base Support accounts designate functions of an installation support nature such as administration; automation support; child development services; family programs; morale, welfare and recreation services; real estate leases; environmental conservation and compliance; pollution prevention; facility support services; minor construction; maintenance and repair; audiovisual and visual information production, acquisition and support; demolition and disposal of excess facilities; base communications; and other base operations support services.  This structure applies to OMA, OMAR, OMNG, and the Defense Health Program.  Where variations are authorized, specific instructions/notations are included.

Base Support is further divided into two subactivity groups:  Base Operations Support (BOS) and Sustainment, Restoration and Modernization (SRM).

Costs incurred in Base Support at AWCF installations are overhead costs to be allocated to the installation elements.  Base Support accounts will use the following AWCF indicator codes: 


Code 1 - Reimbursable costs


Code 2 - Maintenance and Services, Redistributed-Overhead Costs


Code 3 - General Administrative Overhead Costs.

FISCAL YEAR RANGE

Fiscal year range requires the introduction of new terminology.  There are three primary data elements that together describe the FY data element.  They are:

BGFY -- Beginning Fiscal Year  -- 
The first fiscal year for which a code is valid.

TMFY -- Terminating Fiscal Year -- 
The last fiscal year for which a code is valid (or the fiscal year in which the use of  a code is "terminated" (inactivated)).

POA    -- Period of Availability  -- 
The number of fiscal years that a Congressional appropriation is available for "new" obligation budget execution.

The FY interpretation rules of the information carried by these 3 fiscal year range data elements follow:

Any fiscal year equal to either the BGFY or TMFY value or sequentially anywhere between the BGFY value and the TMFY value is a valid FY for the associated code.


A BGFY value can be the same as the corresponding TMFY value.


A BGFY value cannot be later than the corresponding TMFY value.


A TMFY value of "OPEN" means that the associated code has not been terminated/inactivated and that it is valid for every fiscal year starting with the BGFY year continuous until the current fiscal year and is anticipated to be valid for all future fiscal years until such a time that its data owner determines that its use is to be terminated.  When that occurs, the "OPEN" will be changed to its termination fiscal year.  The fiscal year of the "long-line" accounting classification using a code must fit within the fiscal year range identified with BGFY and TMFY.  
For multi-year appropriations, the BGFY and TMFY values define and limit the first half of the FY data element when the FY is displayed in a field greater than 1 position.  The POA defines/controls the last half of the FY data element.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR ACTIVITIES THAT HAVE NOT FULLY IMPLEMENTED INTEGRATED FACILITIES SYSTEM.

The cost and performance factors required for Director for Public Works (DPW) management of the Army facilities, Technical Data Activity Codes (TDAC), delineated in the Integrated Facilities System (IFS) operating manuals, and AR 420-16, will be generated and recorded through the DPW IFS data base.  Required appropriate feeder data input from IFS to the STANFINS will be summarized by IFS to the level of AMS codes in this regulation and passed forward through STANFINS.  In those cases where STANFINS, or other systems, (e.g., AMC), as opposed to IFS is the generator of cost and performance data, the functional detail  required (e.g., TDAC) is still the same as IFS.

BASE SUPPORT AMSCO COMPONENTS.

All transactions charged to BASE SUPPORT will be recorded against an eight position AMSCO that is comprised of two components:

 (1)  The first component is the six-position Program Element code associated with the various carrier programs in the OMA, OMAR, OMNG, and RDTE chapters of this regulation.  Examples of the first component are:





131053  Environmental Conservation - Land Forces





131054  Pollution Prevention - Land Forces

(2) The second component, commonly called functional account extension codes, is the "alpha/numeric" codes identified in this chapter.  Examples are:

It is emphasized that all Base Support AMSCOs must have eight positions and are not complete unless they include both of the components described above for accounting purposes.  The AMSCOs will be reported at 7 positions for programming and budget purposes.
