· OAs:  Established 4 new OAs for US Army Special Operations Command.

· FSNs:  Established 12 new fiscal station numbers for Installation Management Activity.

· RPA:  Effective FY 05, Reserve Personnel Army (RPA) (BSN 2070) will no longer have open allotment AMSCOS.  Open allotment AMSCOs valid in FY 04 will b reported as specific allotments beginning in FY 05.  There is no change to FY 04 and prior year reporting.  RPA is  still working on their FY 05 changes.
