1.  This regulation contains Special Operations Forces (SOF) code and is the official source for updating tables in all accounting systems supporting USSOCOM’s SOF allotment holders.  This appropriation is for the operation and maintenance of Special Operation Forces, Defense (USSOCOM).  It should be administered within the guidelines set forth in Title 10, U.S.C. Section 165, DoD directive 5100.1 and the Atwood memorandum dated 1 Dec 89, which outlines the use of MFP11 funding.   It also provides funding to finance the cost of selected programs such as Legacy Resource Management, Corporate Information Management (CIM), Joint Chief of Staff (JCS) mobilization exercises and other DoD-wide initiatives.  It includes pay and benefits of civilians, SOF aircrew training, special tactics, contract services for maintenance of equipment, facilities, fuel supplies, and repair parts for weapons and equipment.  It also includes travel and transportation costs.  This is a one-year appropriation.  USSOCOM programs and budgets for O&M by Budget Activity (BA) code and the Program Element Code (PEC). 
	
USSOCOM uses Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS) (as well as non-DFAS owned) general funds accounting systems to support its budget execution and reporting.  Whatever accounting system supports the military installation on which the Special Operations Forces (SOF) unit resides, is used.  In some cases (like the Army National Guard Bureau (ANGB) and the Corps of Engineers (COE)) non-DFAS owned systems are used.  However, USSOCOM uses all these systems and develops SOF specific code for them.  For USSOCOM SOF Air Force activities, system used is GAFS, DEAMS and GAFS-R.  USSOCOM has code established within the Legacy and Target accounting systems to track and report SOF budget execution.  The GAFS-R then provides input into the DFAS Corporate Database (DCD)/DFAS Corporate Warehouse (DCW).  This system generates USSOCOM Financial Information System (FIS), which is used by USSOCOM for total management of SOF budget execution.  The DCD is based on Standard Fiscal Code (SFC) and Standard Financial Information Structure (SFIS). Within the DCD, service codes are cross-walked into SFC/SFIS.  This chapter indicates the SOF specific Legacy accounting codes and the logic of that code. 2.  Budget Activities:  USSOCOM manages its O&M funds by Budget Activity.  Budget Activities are categories within each appropriation and fund account to identify the purpose, projects, or type of activity financed by the appropriation. USSOCOM categorizes O&M funds in Budget Activities (BA) 01,03 & 04. These BA’s includes all Special Operations Forces’ (SOF) resources directly involved in accomplishing special operations missions and submissions.  This includes all resources used to prepare SOF’s assigned forces to carry our special operations missions. USSOCOM categorized funds in three separate BA’s: Operating Forces-BA 01, Training and Recruiting-BA 03 and Administration and Service-wide Activities-BA 04.  The BA’s/BLIs are referenced in the coding tables.   

3.  Work Breakdown Structure (WBS) and Element of Cost (EOC):  USSOCOM has built accounting codes to link the WBS/ EOC data to management information data for incorporation into its internal Planning Programming Budgeting Execution System Management Information System (PPBES_MIS).  This internal database includes budget, Program Objective Memorandum (POM), and execution data.  The WBS/EOC is the basic building block for the PPBES_MIS. See Table below for years and formats of EOC codes contained in the AF systems. USSOCOM does not follow AF standard convention for the RCCC field. SOCOM assigned RC/CC and Project/Sub Project codes are located in the DQS/FMDD: https://dqs.afbudsys.disa.mil/DataDictionary/ElementChoice .

4.   SOF AF Limit/Sub-Limit:  The limit indicates allocations issued to USSOCOM.  Limit “5600” indicates an allocation issued by OSD Comptroller to USSOCOM.  USSOCOM issues allocations to SOF Air Force organizations and sub-allocations to Air Force non-SOF agents.  The Limit “56SF” is used through FY2018 and SAHI “5600” FY2019 and forward indicating an allocation received by USSOCOM from OSD Comptroller and sub-allocated to SOF AF organizations. SAHI 5602 is used for AF (non-SOF). SOF Operating Agencies (PBAS/EFD OAs) receive allocations from USSOCOM using limit AF OAs then issue allotments to SOF PBAS/EFD Fund Centers and OBANs in AF Systems.  The LIMITS/SAHI Codes identify which SOF Service is executing USSOCOM's funds. Limit/SAHI codes are contained in the AF Fund Code.  The following is a list of AF MFP 11 Fund Codes and the timeframes they are authorized:

5.  Funds Distribution:  Program Budget Accounting System (PBAS) <2019 and/or Electronic Funds Distribution (EFD) >2020 is the official Defense Agency funds distribution system.  PBAS/BP Program or EFD BALI codes are used to distribute USSOCOM O&M funds and are cross-walked into the applicable service accounting code structure to provide execution data. The PBAS/BP Program or EFD BALI code is used to issue funds in PBAS/EFD for USSOCOM’s SOF Air Force O&M.  Exception is for congressional O&M special interest items. The PBAS/BP Program or EFD BALI code for O&M special interest items is used to pass funding to allotment holders.  Special ESP Codes will be assigned for congressional O&M special interest items used in DEAMS/GAFS.  Ensure the applicable accounting codes are referenced in the remarks section of the FAD 

a. USSOCOM will issue funds at the PBAS/BP Program or EFD BALI code. New program codes will be provided as needed to control O&M congressional special interest items.  Note:  for congressional O&M special interest items, specific PBAS/EFD program codes are used. 
b. Funding levels for “fenced” programs are identified in specific guidance and/or PBAS/EFD documents.  After the year of execution, the fence is lifted and funding will automatically roll to the BA or BLI (SAG) to allow for realignment of residual obligations to cover shortfalls as deemed necessary by the operating agency within BA/BLI limits. 
c. The Funds Authority Documents (FADs) are the supporting documentation for the program targets loaded into the local DFAS accounting systems and DEAMS/GAFS supporting USSOCOM SOF AF activities.  PBAS/EFD, DEAMS/GAFS and the local accounting system must be kept in balance and should be reconciled before end of the month.  HQ USSOCOM (SOFM-AO) must be notified if an account is over-obligated and cannot be resolved locally. POC DSN 299-4706.


6.  Execution:  Execution of USSOCOM’s SOF AF funding is accomplished in the suite of DFAS accounting systems supporting those SOF AF activities.  GAFS-R is used.  Using the general fund accounting system, USSOCOM SOF AF users will execute USSOCOM O&M (0100) funds at the 6th position of the SOF AF PE and at the 6 position Resource Code Cost Code (RC/CC).   In addition, USSOCOM has built accounting codes in the SOF RC/CC to link this data to management information data for incorporation into its internal Planning Programming Budgeting Accounting System Management Information System (PPBES MIS).  This internal database includes budget, Program Objective Memorandum (POM), and execution data.  The 6-position SOF AF PE structure follows para 3 above logic.  For the SOF RC/CC, the 1st and 2nd positions identify the PPBES-MIS Work Breakdown Structure (WBS)/ Element of Cost (EOC).  Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS) Field Sites supporting USSOCOM SOF AF activities will report monthly execution data at the 6th position of the USSOCOM SOF AF PE and at the 6th position SOF RC/CC.  If a new PE or RC/CC is required, the SOF AF user must request establishment of a new PPBES-MIS PE and WBS/EOC.  Forward the request to Headquarters U.S. Special Operations Command, ATTN: SOFM-MS, 7701 Tampa Point Blvd, MacDill AFB, FL  33621-5323.  After approval, Resource Data Management Office (SOFM-MS) will create the code to have DFAS-IN update the DFAS-IN 7097.01 manual, as well as the SOCOM-Financial Information System (FIS) Global Edit Table (GET). 7.  Extraordinary Special Program (ESP) Codes:  USSOCOM uses the AF ESP codes in similar fashion as the Department of the AF.  They are used to identify contingency operations.  SOF ESPs are placed into the GAFS-R accounting system field for ESPs and DEAMS PTEO/Project Information. SOF AF ESPs are approved by USSOCOM's Air Force Component, AFSOC/FMF, DSN 579-4688.

8.  Reporting:  DFAS-IN will prepare USSOCOM's SOF AF O&M (0100) departmental agency level reports, i.e. 1002, DD Comp by Budget Activity and PE code. Ref: DFAS M 7097.01. SOF PEs/PEC are listed in Chapter 3 PEC Codes. 

Field level reporting: All DFAS Field Sites reporting USSOCOM SOF AF Operations & Maintenance (O&M) execution are to report the 6 position SOF PE and 6 positions SOF AF RC/CC.
			
* Note:  In cases where additional funds control is required, USSOCOM will issue funds at the 6-position program code and reporting for all items above with a '*' will change from 2 positions to 6-positions. These codes will be identified in this chapter with '*' before the code.
