B001	GENERAL
	
	B00101.	Overview.

Public law entitles a constituent to ask his or her elected officials for assistance with matters involving the constituent and/or the Department of the Defense (DoD).  While the majority of congressional inquiries are handled by the Office of the Chief of Legislative Liaison (OCLL), the Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS) addresses various congressional inquiries related specifically to payments and budget-related matters.

B002	OCLL CONGRESSIONAL INQUIRIES

	The Chief of Legislative Liaison is directly responsible to the Secretary of the Army and is responsive to the Chief of Staff, Army for legislative affairs.  Two of the OCLL’s seven divisions are the Congressional Inquiry Division and the Investigations and Legislative Division.

	B00201.	Congressional Inquiry Division.

The OCLL’s Congressional Inquiry Division receives, controls, records, and dispatches written replies to inquiries from Members of Congress on behalf of constituents or constituent interests related to Army issues.  It also notifies Members of Congress of all operational casualties and contract awards valued at over $6.5 million. 	B00202.	Investigations and Legislative Division.

The OCLL’s Investigations and Legislative Division coordinates, monitors, and reports on Army-related congressional and investigative actions and represents the Army’s interests in congressional investigations.  It is also the lead for financial management and acquisition policy matters.  



B003	DFAS CONGRESSIONAL STAFF INQUIRIES

	The DFAS Congressional Liaison Office responds to various inquiries from congressional leaders. Congressional case inquiries involve vendor pay, military and civilian pay services, and travel pay.  Legislative inquiries include legislative and policy questions about the National Defense Authorization Act, pay policy, and budget.
