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	BASE SUPPORT



Base Support refers to the resources involved with operating and maintaining Army installations (major, minor, stations, other).  Base Support accounts designate functions of an installation support nature and includes Child and Youth Services, War-fighter and Family Services, Morale, Welfare, and Recreation, Airfield Operations, Command Support, Law Enforcement/Physical Security, Logistics, Information Services Technology Management, Environmental Quality (Conservation/Pollution Prevention/Compliance), Real Property Services, Restoration and Modernization, Sustainment, and Demolition / Disposal of Excess Facilities. This structure applies to OMA, OMAR, OMNG, and the Defense Health Program.  Where variations are authorized, specific instructions/notations are included.

Base Support is further divided into two sub-activity groups:  Base Operations Support (BOS) and Sustainment, Restoration and Modernization (SRM).

The sub-activity groups (SAG) for these are:

Base Operations Support (BOS):


131

Sustainment, Restoration and Modernization (SRM):


132

Within these sub-activity groups are distinct Program Elements found at the 5th and 6th digits that conform to DoD guidance.

Beginning in FY10, this chapter contains numerous new Program Elements/AMSCODES for SAG 131/BOS. This new structure reflects DOD efforts to implement Common Delivery of Installation Support (CDIS), which will provide a more common operating picture of installation support functions across the Military Services with the intent to better link installation support to joint war-fighting objectives. 
In accordance with the 6 February 2012, ACSIM GFEBS Point Account Guidance for Installation Management Community policy

(https://www.milsuite.mil/book/docs/DOC-28468), all commands and components that execute installation management funds must include the point account level of detail using the attribute 1 field on all GFEBS internal orders and work breakdown structure cost objects.  To assist with this, the GFEBS attribute 1 is included next to the corresponding point account in the FY14 DFAS 37-100.

GFEBS data structures maybe significantly different from those used in legacy systems:

NOTE:  The format for the functional area in GFEBS reverses the numbers of the budget activity.  For example, AMSCO 10059109 will be reflected as 01059109.
Many of the previously used Program Elements/AMSCODES for SAG 131/BOS are terminated at the end of Fiscal Year 2009. Codes within SAG 131/BOS that remain open are ****53/Environmental Conservation, ****54/Pollution Prevention, and ****56/Environmental Compliance and ****79/Real Property Services.

Additionally, DOD has further subdivided SAG 131/BOS into two groups, Installation Services and Facility Operations.

Costs incurred in Base Support at AWCF installations are overhead costs to be allocated to the installation elements.  Base Support accounts will use the following AWCF indicator codes: 


Code 1 - Reimbursable costs


Code 2 - Maintenance and Services, Redistributed-Overhead Costs


Code 3 - General Administrative Overhead Costs.

FISCAL YEAR RANGE

Fiscal year range requires the introduction of new terminology.  There are three primary data elements that together describe the FY data element.  They are:

BGFY -- Beginning Fiscal Year  -- 
The first fiscal year for which a code is valid.

TMFY -- Terminating Fiscal Year -- 
The last fiscal year for which a code is valid (or the fiscal year in which the use of  a code is "terminated" (inactivated)).

POA    -- Period of Availability  -- 
The number of fiscal years that a Congressional appropriation is available for "new" obligation budget execution.

The FY interpretation rules of the information carried by these 3 fiscal year range data elements follow:

Any fiscal year equal to either the BGFY or TMFY value or sequentially anywhere between the BGFY value and the TMFY value is a valid FY for the associated code.


A BGFY value can be the same as the corresponding TMFY value.


A BGFY value cannot be later than the corresponding TMFY value.


A TMFY value of "OPEN" means that the associated code has not been terminated/inactivated and that it is valid for every fiscal year starting with the BGFY year continuous until the current fiscal year and is anticipated to be valid for all future fiscal years until such a time that its data owner determines that its use is to be terminated.  When that occurs, the "OPEN" will be changed to its termination fiscal year.  The fiscal year of the "long-line" accounting classification using a code must fit within the fiscal year range identified with BGFY and TMFY.  
For multi-year appropriations, the BGFY and TMFY values define and limit the first half of the FY data element when the FY is displayed in a field greater than 1 position.  The POA defines/controls the last half of the FY data element.

See Chapter 22-FY- Fiscal year (FY) for additional information regarding fiscal year.

BASE SUPPORT AMSCO COMPONENTS:

All transactions charged to BASE SUPPORT will be recorded against an eight position AMSCO that is comprised of two components:

 (1)  The first component is the six-position Program Element code associated with the various carrier programs in the OMA, OMAR, OMNG, and RDTE chapters of this regulation.  Examples of the first component are:





131053  Environmental Conservation - Land Forces





131054  Pollution Prevention - Land Forces

(2) The second component, commonly called functional account extension codes, is the "alpha/numeric" codes identified in this chapter.  Examples are:





.BA  Military Clothing Sales Store - Base Operations

It is emphasized that all Base Support AMSCOs must have eight positions and are not complete unless they include both of the components described above for accounting purposes.  The AMSCOs will be reported at 7 positions for programming and budget purposes.

When citing transactions for (Research, Development, Test, And Evaluation [2040], O&M, Army National Guard [2065], and Army Reserve [2080]) the annual resource reporting indicator ‘7’ (Unliquidated Obligations) is required for data submission at the same level of detail as required Monthly (M) for the resource reporting indicator ‘2’ (Obligations).  O&M, Army [2020] refer to your respective 2020 chapter.  The 2020 Unliquidated data is required at a higher/summarized level than the detail required for obligations

CHARGING COSTS TO MISSION vs. BASE OPERATIONS ACCOUNTS.


a.  General guidance.



(1)  Mission Accounts.  Charge to the appropriate mission account for costs incurred for goods and services that:



(a)  are directly related, or unique to, mission performance (e.g., postage; enhanced security services for a certain tenant mission).



(b)  are recorded on organizations property records (e.g., unit copiers and copier maintenance).



(c)  would normally be deployed with using units (e.g., organizational equipment).

(d) are outside the scope of direct-funded base support requirements (e.g., increased days of custodial service required for mission performance).

(e) are special facility restoration and modernization projects requested by a certain tenant for a mission requirement.

(f)  are reimbursable by DOD or Army regulation to the installation mission customer (e.g., reimbursable Army Family Housing support IAW AR 420-1.



(2)  Base Support.  Charge to the appropriate Base Support account for costs incurred for items that:



(a)  become installation property.



(b)  are recorded on installation property records.



(c)  would not normally be deployed with using units.

(d)  are within the scope of direct-funded base support requirements.



(e) are defined as sustainment of facilities coded in the Integrated Facilities System (IFS) or the ARNG’s PRIDE DB for installation maintenance and repair.

(f) are non-reimbursable by DOD or Army regulation to the installation mission customer. 

REIMBURSEMENT IDENTIFICATION CODES

The Reimbursement Identification Code (RIC) is a single digit numeric code assigned by Active Component and Reserve Component financial managers at Army installations, Regional Support Commands, Training Centers and United States Fiscal Property Offices, who record expenditures for installation providers of Base Operations Support (SAG 131) and Sustainment Restoration and Modernization (SAG 132) to tenants and satellite customers.  The installation financial managers input the applicable RIC directly in the financial accounting systems (i.e., Standard Financial System [STANFINS] and General Fund Enterprise Business System [GFEBS]) for each reimbursement transaction processed.  The code is not assigned on source documents. 

When creating a Customer Number for a reimbursable order in STANFINS, financial managers will input one of the below numeric codes (1-8) in the “Billed Office Program year” field in the New Customer Number Requests menu in IOL. GFEBS will have separate instructions with a drop-down menu for the RICs.  Financial Managers should coordinate with their installation support agreement managers for assistance with determining the appropriate RIC for each reimbursement.  Refer to DODI 4000.19 and the Army’s most current support agreement and reimbursement guidance for more detailed information related to authorized and unauthorized1 installation reimbursement transactions, policies and procedures. 	Recurring - Mission Unique:  An intra-Army reimbursement provided on an annual basis, normally documented in a support agreement, for an atypical good or service not commonly provided by an Army installation, or determined by regulation to be reimbursable.  For consolidated analysis, reimbursements from non-Army customers are included in this category. Also included are Army customers that reimbursable by regulation (e.g., Army Family Housing) or by Army policy exception.  Also includes goods/services that are directly related to Army mission performance and recorded on organizational property records, normally deployed with using units.

	Non-Recurring - Mission Unique:  A reimbursement provided on a short-term or one-time basis for a mission unique good or service, as defined for RIC #1 above.

Recurring - Above Baseline Service Level:  An intra-Army reimbursement provided on an annual basis, normally documented in a support agreement, that purchases commonly provided installation services at an enhanced level requested and approved by the commander or higher headquarters of the tenant organization.

Recurring - Transient Training:  An annual inter-service or intra-governmental unit reimbursement provided on an annual basis, normally documented in a written long-term agreement, that covers direct incremental support costs for regularly scheduled training by individuals or units from another DoD component.  Also includes reimbursement from Army units who are in the training load but have requested mission unique or above baseline level support.

Non-recurring - Transient Training:  A short-term or one-time reimbursement, as defined for RIC #7 above, but it is a reimbursement for unscheduled training by individuals or units from another DoD component, or for Army units who were programmed to train at one Army installation, but that needed to accomplish unprogrammed training at another Army installation.

Utility Bill:  Utility charges funded by authorized installation tenants.  The following tenants fund utilities – non-Army federal and other DoD services and agencies; Army tenants funded from other appropriations, such as Army Family Housing, Defense Health Program-funded activities, Army National Guard enclaves).  Army installations are not approved to charge O&M-funded Army tenants for utilities, IAW the Army reimbursable policy.

Performance factors will be developed and revised as appropriate, to reflect current Army policies in concert with DoD/HQDA standard cost collection systems (i.e., Army SBC, Standard Service Costing, ISR, BRM, etc.).

Funding ensures quality child and youth standards and staffing levels necessary to minimize risk of child abuse, achieve and maintain DoD Certification/State licensing equivalent and National Accreditation per statutory requirement and DoD policy, provide supervision during out of school hours and prevention initiatives to mitigate youth violence, gang activities, substance abuse and other at-risk behaviors. The Army Child Care Program is subject to Military Child Care Act, which addresses personnel and training requirements, patron fees and appropriated fund support.
