SUBJECT: Year-End Closing Procedures for Sites Capitalized Under Single Stock Fund

This memorandum provides guidance for processing requisitions during the period September 26-30, 2003, and processing the Fiscal Year (FY) 2004 FED LOG price update.  Guidance for processing credits will be published in separate correspondence.

Final supply requisitions will be processed on September 26, 2003 to ensure end-to-end processing through supply and financial systems.  Although supply and financial systems will remain operational through September 30, 2003, no routine requisitions will be processed after September 26, 2003.  High priority requisitions, meeting a bona-fide need of FY 2003 requisitioned after September 26, 2003, must be manually processed through (walk-thru) the supply and financial systems to ensure the obligation properly cites FY 2003 funds.  For Fuels Automation System (FAS) transactions generated on September 30, 2003, a manual obligation must be recorded on a miscellaneous obligation document (MOD) for those fuel purchases on 

September 30, 2003. 

Deployed and deploying units directly funded for, and supporting operations in Iraq, Afghanistan and the Global War On Terrorism, may continue to process automated or manual requisitions meeting a bona-fide need of FY 2003 after September 26, 2003.  Documentation must be provided to the resource manager to support these requisitions.  Commanders are responsible for determining that the items requisitioned support these contingencies.  MODs may be used in situations where transaction volume exceeds manual processing (walk-thru) capabilities.  The MODs may be processed at summary level but must be supported by the requisition’s detail document numbers.  All MODs, to include those for FAS transactions, will be reversed and replaced with individual obligations at the transaction level of detail prior to October 2003 financial month-end close.  


To ensure agreement between the Army’s consumer-funded accounts payable balances and Army Working Capital Fund (AWCF) accounts receivable balances, all AWCF and consumer-funded activities will update financial records reflecting FY 2004 FED LOG prices on October 1, 2003.  Since the FY 2004 surcharge change is a decrease, this should not result in a significant increase to FY 2003 obligation balances.  However, should price increases occur they may be funded with unobligated FY 2003 appropriations available for the same purpose as appropriations cited on the requisitions.   
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SUBJECT: Year-End Closing Procedures Under Milestone 3 of Single Stock Fund


The above actions are necessary to ensure the efficient close of FY 2003, support for deployed soldiers, and to preclude imbalances between the AWCF and consumer fund accounts.  Commanders and resource managers at all echelons of command must implement sound fiduciary and stewardship practices and comply with fund control procedures outlined in DFAS-IN 37-1.
