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97 */* 0400.56**         RESEARCH DEVELOPMENT TEST AND EVALUATION DEFENSE AGENCIES

1.  This regulation contains Special Operations Forces (SOF) code and is the official source for updating tables in all accounting systems supporting USSOCOM’s SOF allotment holders.  This appropriation is for expenses of activities and agencies of the Department of Defense (other than the military departments), necessary for basic and applied scientific research, development, test and evaluation.  It includes:  advanced research projects as may be designated and determined by the Secretary of Defense (pursuant to law), and maintenance, rehabilitation, lease, and operation of facilities and equipment, as authorized by law.  Allocations will be made by Office, Under Secretary of Defense Program Element (OUSD PE). This is a two-year appropriation.

USSOCOM uses Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS) (as well as non-DFAS owned) general funds accounting systems to support its budget execution and reporting.  Whatever accounting system supports the military installation on which the Special Operations Forces (SOF) unit resides, is used. In some cases (like the Army National Guard Bureau (ANGB) and the Corps of Engineers (COE)) non-DFAS owned systems are used.  However, USSOCOM uses all these systems and develops SOF specific execution code for them.  For USSOCOM SOF Navy activities, systems used are: STARS-FL, Navy ERP and STARS-HCM.  These systems use different coding logic and USSOCOM's code thus follows the logic of the system being used.  For SOF Navy RDT&E, Navy ERP (current) and STARS-HCM is being used and SOF logic follows the logic of this system (see below). USSOCOM has code established within these legacy accounting systems to track and report SOF budget execution. These accounting systems then provide input into the DFAS Corporate Database (DCD)/DFAS Corporate Warehouse (DCW). This system generates USSOCOM Financial Information System (FIS), which is used by USSOCOM for total management of SOF budget execution.  The DCD is based on Standard Fiscal Code (SFC). Within the DCD, service codes are cross-walked into SFC.  This chapter indicates the SOF specific legacy accounting codes and the logic of that code.

2.  Budget Activity:  Most of USSOCOM RDT&E (0400) requirements are included in Budget Activity 07. Included are R&D efforts directed toward development, engineering, and testing changes to fielded systems or systems already in procurement, which alter the performance envelopes. These may include operational test and evaluation costs.  Also includes R&D support to miscellaneous operational efforts.

	Budget Activity 2 ‑ Exploratory Development

	
	This activity translates promising basic research into solutions for broadly defined military needs, short of major development projects, 
with a view to developing and evaluating technical feasibility.  This type of effort may vary from fairly fundamental applied research to 
sophisticated breadboard hardware, study, programming and planning efforts that establish the initial feasibility and practicality of proposed
solutions to technological challenges.  It would thus include studies, investigations, and development effort.  The dominant characteristic 
of this category of effort is that it be pointed toward specific military needs with a view toward developing and evaluating the feasibility and 
practicality of proposed solutions and determining their parameters.  Program control of the Exploratory Development element will normally
be exercised by general level of effort.  Exploratory Development precedes the system specific research described in DoD 5000.1.  

	
	Budget Activity 3 ‑ Advanced Development 

	
	Includes all efforts which have moved into the development and integration of hardware and other technology products for field experiments 
and tests.  The results of this type of effort are proof of technological feasibility and assessment of operability and ability to produce that 
could lead to the development of hardware for service use.  It also includes advanced technology demonstrations that help expedite 
technology transition from the laboratory to operational use.  Projects in this category have a direct relevance to identified military needs. 
Advanced Development may include concept exploration as described in DoDD 5000.1, but is non-system specific (Milestone 0).

	
	Budget Activity 7 - Operational Systems Development-

	
	Includes R&D effort s directed toward development, engineering, and test of changes to fielded systems or systems already in procurement 
which alter the performance envelopes.  May include operational test and evaluation costs.  Also includes R&D support to miscellaneous 
operational efforts such as Manufacturing Technology, Communications Security Equipment, Horizontal Battlefield Digitization, Joint 
Biological Defense, Satellite Communication Ground Environment, various classified programs, etc.  Program control will be exercised 
by review of individual projects.




3.  Program and Work Breakdown Structure Codes:  USSOCOM has built accounting codes to link the Program and WBS data to management information data for incorporation into its internal Planning, Programming, Budgeting, and Execution System Management Information System (PPBES MIS). This internal database includes budget, Program Objective Memorandum (POM), and execution data. Pease refer to MIL Handbook 881 for WBS breakdown. The Program and WBS is represented as in the NERP Functional Area.

The coding logic of the NERP Subhead follows:

1st position:  indicates the Major Claimant

2nd position:  indicates the Navy Program Code (the Program Code indicates the Department, appropriation, and the limit.  i.e. TI97, 0400, 56SN)

3rd and 4th positions:  is used to identify the SOF Operating Agency.

The RDT&E Project is indicated in the Project Unit field of STARS-HCM

4.  SOF Navy Limit/Sub-Limit: The limit indicates allocations issued to USSOCOM.  Limit “5600” indicates an allocation issued by OSD Comptroller to USSOCOM.  USSOCOM issues allocations to SOF Navy organizations and sub-allocations through Navy FMB to non-SOF agents.  The Limit “56SN” is used through FY2018 and SAHI “5600” FY2019 and forward indicating an allocation received by USSOCOM from OSD Comptroller and sub-allocated to SOF Navy organizations. SAHI 5604 is used for Navy FMB (non-SOF). SOF Operating Agencies (PBAS/EFD OAs) receive allocations from USSOCOM using limit Navy OAs then issue allotments to SOF PBAS/EFD Allotment Serial Numbers (ASNs).  The LIMITS/SAHI Codes identify which SOF Service  is executing USSOCOM's funds. Limit 56SN/SAHI 5600 is not a subhead (see table below). 5.  Funds Distribution: Program Budget Accounting System (PBAS) is the official Defense Agency funds distribution system.  BP/BALI Program codes are used to distribute USSOCOM RDT&E funds and are cross-walked into the applicable OSD Budget Line Item (BLI) and service accounting code structure to provide execution data. . Ensure the applicable accounting codes are referenced in the remarks section of the FAD.

USSOCOM normally distributes RDT&E (0400) funds at the R-1/BLI  line item, indicated by the PBAS/BP Program Code. This code crosswalks to the SOF Program Element. In cases where additional funds control is required, i.e. Special Interest items, USSOCOM will issue funds with a Special Interest Indicator Code on the Funds Authorization Document (FAD).   

The PBAS Funds Authority Documents are the supporting documentation for the program targets loaded into the local DFAS accounting systems. . PBAS and the local accounting system must be kept in balance and should be reconciled before the end of month.  HQ USSOCOM (SOFM-AO) must be notified if an account is over-obligated and cannot be resolved locally. POC DSN 299-4706.
6.  If a new WBS is required, the SOF Air Force user must request establishment of a new Program and WBS. Forward the request to Headquarters U.S. Special Operations Command, ATTN: SOFM-MS, 7701 Tampa Point Blvd, MacDill AFB, FL 33621-5323.  After approval, Accounting Operations will request DFAS establish the code, update the applicable edit tables (DCD Global Edit Tables), and update the DFAS-IN 7097.01 manual.

7.  Reporting:  DFAS-IN will prepare USSOCOM’s RDT&E (0400) departmental (agency level) reports (i.e. DD Comp 1002) at the R-1/BLI line item level indicated by the PBAS Program Code and to include the Special Interest Item Indicator.
