| MPACT | F NOT PROVI DED: If this project is not provided, the service nenbers wll
continue to be critically short on adequate training areas, admnistrative space,
supply room space, toilets/showers, physical fitness space, and privately owned vehicle
and nmilitary parking space, and be exposed to potential hazards. Lack of adequate space
negatively inpacts equi pment accountability, training, readiness, and retention

The current facilities do not have adequate space for regular maintenance of assigned
Soldier issued and unit equipment. Due to the limited size of the 0.8 acre site, most
of the equipment is stored off site at an FMS (field maintenance shop) or UTES (unit
training equipment site) that allow limited access during traditional drill weekends.
Also, the existing facility for the 38TH Sustainment Brigade does not have adequate
administrative space to run their HHC mission effectively.

The Readi ness Center was built in 1940 and does not have the required space to house
all of the required key positions and associ ated technol ogi es for a nodern day brigade
staff. This | oss of adequate space equates to a loss of critical training opportunities
for the Brigade HHC tactical operations center’s service nenbers. Wthout adequate

cl assroom space, collective squad or platoon training cannot effectively take place,
and all service nmenbers’ ability to conduct required online training as well as

i ndi vidual warrior tasks are greatly negatively inpacted, thus reducing unit and

Bri gade’ s readi ness. If service menbers do not have adequate training spaces to do
their required tasks, it becones the service nenber’s responsibility (if possible) to
acconplish the task on their own time and with their own resources.

Continued exploitation of the service nenber’s tine and resources will greatly reduce
retention. Furthernmore, this inability to train could cause service nenbers to becone
di sinterested and di sengaged, thus reducing retention. The current facility for the
38TH Sust ai nment Bri gade does not have adequate organi zati onal parking. The current
organi zati onal parking asset is 3,041 SY (82% snaller than its authorization and
cannot be expanded due to site linmtations.

The alternative to this project is to seek snaller Addition/Alteration projects at each
of the existing facilities that will include over 12 million dollars of new
construction and nearly 6 million dollars of maintenance and repair projects. Even with
this anmount of intervention, the current facility sites are too constricted to achi eve
ATFP conpl i ance.
